The Chevron Refinery has been located on Burnaby’s North Shore since
1935. The refinery has a throughput of 55,000 BPD. The facility is fed
conventional and synthetic (oil sands) crude via a buried pipeline from
Alberta. There is approximately 300,000 cubic meters of storage in
approximately 45 tanks. The refinery produces high octane gasoline, jet
fuel, diesel, and fuel oil. Chevron has invested over $200 million since
1986 in refinery environmental and efficiency improvements.
