Nigel is a professor in the Department of Biology at 
the University of Victoria and is the founding director of the University of 
Victoria Assistive Technology Team (UVATT). This interdisciplinary team is 
dedicated to improving the quality of life of those with disabilities by 
harnessing resources both at the university and in the wider community Since 
its inception in 1999, UVATT has taken on over 120 projects and served 
clients and their families across the province, the country and around the 
world. Over 1100 students and more than 200 community volunteers have been 
involved in its activities. Projects are wide ranging and include the 
development of communication systems for those with extremely severe 
disabilities based on the detection of brainwaves, the development of tricycles 
for visually impaired children, and the development of online learning modules 
for those with developmental disabilities. UVATT has received numerous 
awards for its work, including the inaugural Lieutenant Governor’s Award for 
Innovative Technology.

Often children with disabilities 
have difficulty developing their motor skills and balance; one area for concern is abdominal/trunk 
muscle development and balancing reactions. No other side-to-side moving toys appear to be available 
that adequately develop these strengths.
